She
later was employed as a nursery school aid in North Hampton and in the
special education department at Hampton Academy. Her final employment
was at Hampton Cleaners where she was employed for many years. 

 

She was a communicant of Our Lady of the Miraculous Medal Church, served
as a Eucharistic minister, was a member and past president of the Catholic
Women’s Club and also served with the Ladies Sodality on the bereavement
committee. Alice’s passion was her unconditional support of others. 



She was the wife of the late Raymond J. Downer who predeceased her in
