He loved being on the road. He was known for his quick wit and sense of
humor. He loved dancing and traveling. He was a devoted husband and
father. Donnie was a joyful presence in the lives of all who knew him. He was



recently honored for 70 years of membership in the American Legion Post 35
in Hampton- a testament to his lifelong service and dedication.

He is survived by his beloved wife, Ann, and their children: Dawn Walker of
Hampton, Laurie Woods of Newmarket, Mark Walker of Hampton, Janice
Randall and her husband Robin of Exeter, and Karen Couture and her
husband Paul of Dover. Donnie also leaves behind his cherished
grandchildren: Carlee Hill and her husband Joanthan, Hayley Randall, Samuel
Woods, Joseph Woods and his wife Emily, as well as great-grandchildren
Riley and Lincoln Hill.
